WHAT IS THE 
USA CYCLING NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP?
This is the first time the USA will have a National BMX Championship.  It is a one 
day, stand-alone event based on UCI rules and run using the UCI class structure 
(example:  all 15 years are grouped together)   Class winners will receive the 
prestige of being the USA Cycling National Champion and win the Stars & Stripes 
jersey.  All riders who make their main event will automatically qualify to represent 
TEAM USA at the 2007 World Championships in Victoria, BC Canada.  Note: No 
NBL points will be awarded for this event.
